STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Minutes from the June 21, 2021 meeting: Motion to approve by Mr. Johnson, second by Mr. Manny Oliviera. Five members in favor. Mr. Codey abstained from the vote.

RESOLUTIONS:

a.) Appeal # 20-08 of The Gardens at Roseland LLC, owner of property situate block 12, lots 24.03 and 24.05, known as 146 and 170 Harrison Avenue, Roseland NJ, requesting Major Site Plan and Subdivision approval in conjunction with 177 residential apartments, 34 townhouse style units, clubhouse and associated site improvements.

Review of edits to have more specific language by Board Attorney Loughlin as reviewed by Board Professionals and agreed to by the applicant’s Attorney, Lisa John-Basta. 

Motion to approve by Mr. Johnson, second by Mr. Manny Oliviera. Four members eligible in favor. Zero nays or abstentions. 
PUBLIC HEARINGS:
 a.) Carried from the August 16, 2021 meeting, Appeal # 21-03 of Universal Yums LLC, lessee of property situate block 21, lot 1.01, known as 9 Woodland Road, Roseland NJ, requesting Minor Site Plan Approval for installation of a new cardboard compactor adjacent to the existing tenant space.
Steven Tombalakian, attorney for applicant, gave a summary of the application, and overview of applicant’s business and a preview of the professional testimony to be presented. 
Witness # 1 - Joseph  Minanecki, professional engineer, gave a brief summary of his professional credentials and was accepted as an expert in the field on engineering.
Mr. Minanecki then reviewed the overall site plan and zone showing where the truck would enter and access the proposed 40 yard cardboard compactor. No existing parking spaces or traffic aisles would be affected. Truck to empty the compactor would be onsite one to two times per week. 
Chairman LaSalle inquired as to the amount of material to be recycled.

Mr. Minanecki stated that all compacted carboard is be recycled and that no variances or design waivers are needed as part of this approval. 
Board Planner Dan Bloch reviewed his completeness report and indicated that the submission waivers requested were not substantiative. Compactor is a permitted accessory use and is proposed at a satisfactory distance of 160 feet from the property line. 
Board Attorney Loughlin stated that no variances were associated with this application.

Mr. Codey inquired as to the square footage of the tenant space, but Mr. Minanecki did not know how large the tenant space was. 

Board Planner Block also inquired as to the tenant use of the loading dock.  Mr.Minanecki stated that the  loading dock was for exclusive use for this tenant and would not interfere with  other deliveries.
Mr. Bloch also inquired as to a shed located on the property.  Applicant’s attorney indicated that was placed on site and contains remediation equipment that was installed by the owner of the property. 

Public Questions/Comments

Ben Steiner – 44 Glen Rd – Asked if there would be any effect on wetlands adjacent to this property.  Mr.Minanecki referred to the site plan and showed that no wetlands would be affected by this application

Motion to approve by Mr. LaMonica, second by Mr. Jacobs. All six members present in favor.
