Motion to approve by Mr. Gordon, second by Mr. LaMonica. Six eligible board members in favor. Board Member Codey abstained.
PUBLIC HEARINGS:

[image: image2.emf]a.)   Appeal # 21 - 05 of Kevin Codey & James D’Alessandro, owners of property situate block 51,  lots 3 & 5, known as 1 Ford lane & 24 Holmehill Lane, Roseland NJ, requesting Minor  Subdivision Plan Approval for lot line  adjustments  


Board Member Codey recused himself from this application.
The Board Engineer summarized the application and requirements to file the revised documents for the lot line adjustments. Chairman LaSalle then asked the board members for comments and or questions. 
Mr. Gordon inquired about the lot line adjustments to make the lots into a more regular shape.

Board Engineer Tango reviewed the changes to the lot lines and areas. 

Joseph Wenzel, Esq., attorney for applicant, summarized the application of lot line adjustments that would benefit both applicants as each lot would now have a regular shape and the irregular triangle shaped areas would be eliminated due to the proposed adjustments.
Witness # 1 – Charles Stewart, PE.  Mr. Stewart concurred with Board Engineer Tango’s summary of the proposed lot line adjustments.

Public Questions/ Comments – None  

Motion to approve by Mr. Jacobs, second my Mr. Gordon. Seven board members in favor. Councilwoman Fishman recused herself.
Board attorney Loughlin requested the board’s permission, due to the minor nature of the application, that a vote for a resolution also be held, to which Chairman LaSalle agreed.

Motion to approve the resolution by Mr.LaMonica, second by Mr. Gordon. Chairman LaSalle then asked for a voice vote and all members voted in favor with the exception of Councilwoman Fishman and Board Member Codey, who both recused themselves. 
b.) Carried from the January 24, 2022 meeting, Appeal # 21-01 of Roseland Redevelopers LLC, purchaser under contract of property situate block 21, lots 22 & 22.01, known as 117 Harrison Avenue, Roseland NJ, requesting Major Site Plan approval to construct 104 market rate and 30 age restricted residential units along with associated site improvements.
Chairman LaSalle asked that Board Attorney Loughlin review the request to carry the application due to revised plans being submitted with insufficient time for review by the board professionals. 
The applicant’s attorney, Peter Flannery, Esq., appeared and indicated that some additional items would be forthcoming due to ongoing discussions with Board Engineer Tango. 

Mr. Flannery also agreed to an extension of time without a future date.  Accordingly, the application was carried and announced that the next meeting would be March 21, 2022 which will be a virtual meeting on the Zoom platform.
